Hearing Devices Available at Mass 
 
We have hearing devices available in Church for 
those who have hearing disabilities. There are 
three devices, about the size of a cell phone, 
located in the server sacristy (the room to the left 
of the sanctuary). They are on top of the sound 
system. To use them, put the ear plugs in and 
turn on the device to the desired sound level. 
Each device is tuned directly into the speaker 
system. If you do not like using public ear pieces, 
you may bring your own. If you need help, ask 
one of the priests or the organist, Mr. Bob Ellison.

Understanding Mass Offerings 
and Memorial Gifts 
 
Did you know there are two ways to remember 
your deceased loved ones throughout the year? 
Many people like to have a Mass offered to  
remember a deceased loved on that person’s 
birthday, anniversary of death or other special 
day. The offering for such a Mass is $5 and to 
schedule a Mass you simply need to contact the 
Parish Office, 636-671-3062. 
 
Another way to remember a deceased love one is 
through a memorial contribution. Like Mass  
offerings, memorial contributions can be made for 
any special occasion. They are also a great idea at 
the time of death. You simply need to state in the 
obituary, “Memorial contributions to Our Lady 
Queen of Peace appreciated.” The benefits of a 
memorial contribution include: 
 
∗ The gift may be as large or small as a donor 

wants it to be. 
∗ While Mass offerings can only be used to cover 

the actual cost of the Mass, memorial  
contributions can  be used for any of the many 
operating needs of the parish including  
scholarship assistance for school children, 
maintenance and upgrading of our facilities or 
support of our many ministries. 

∗ For large memorial gifts the parish can work 
with the donor(s) to determine a way to use 
the gift that would be most appropriate to the 
interests and preferences of the individual who 
is being memorialized through the gift. 
 

If you would like to offer friends and family the 
opportunity to make memorial gifts to our parish 
when they visit the funeral home for a deceased 
loved one, simply contact the parish office for a 
supply of memorial gift envelopes.

First Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Baptism of the Lord 

Cycle C 

 
 

THEME:  New Life. 

New life.  On this first Sunday in Ordinary time, the 

Church begins again to journey with Jesus through his 

life and mission.  We again hear our call to be followers 

of Jesus, to embrace new life, to live in new ways.  We 

see Jesus submit to the baptism of John, fully identifying 

himself with us in our humanity, but do so on his own 

terms.  We begin a new season of our time in the 

liturgical year, a time to embrace and live the new life we 

receive in our own baptism, a time to live as followers 

Jesus Christ in our common vocation to teach, to rule,  

to sanctify. 

  

READINGS: 
FIRST READING:  Isaiah 40:  

The first reading (optional for Cycle C) is taken from the 

beginning of the second section of the Book of the 

Prophet Isaiah.  The context for this part of the book is 

the Babylonian Exile and the message of hope, hope for 

renewal, hope for new life with our God, that Second 

Isaiah offers.   

The Book of Isaiah is used extensively in the New 

Testament to ground the New Testament writers’ 

understanding of Jesus and his mission.  This reading 

draws on the Wilderness theme, the wilderness being that 

place that is not attached to any social order, that place of 

retreat, that place to withdraw and have communion with 

our God.  But the Book of Isaiah, here, radically changes 

the image.  The wilderness, rather than being the place to 

which we withdraw to commune with God, becomes the 

place from which God comes to us, comes to us on his 

terms, apart from any social structures, worldly authority, 

or cultural determinations.  We are called on to prepare 

for this coming of our God, to ready ourselves to receive 

our God as He chooses to come to us.  In Jesus Christ, 

our God comes to us as one like us; the Incarnate Word 

of God comes not in great power and glory, but in human 

form.  This is the Good news Zion is to herald.  This is the 

good news that radically transforms our humanity and 

reconciles us to our God. 

 

SECOND READING:  Titus 2:11-14, 3:4-7 

The second reading (optional for Cycle C) comes from 

the Letter to Titus (on the Pastoral Epistles, see pp. 

88-89).  The Pastoral Letters (I and II Timothy and Titus) 

come from an age after the career of St. Paul when the 

early Church was becoming an organized institution.  The 

letters hold up to our consideration the need to be true to 

our roots, to live our lives as followers of Jesus Christ by 

maintaining the original spirit of Jesus’ message and 

mission.  This reading from the Letter to Titus cautions 

early Christians, and us, to live well now, to live as Jesus 

taught us, to live well because redemption is ours in the 

coming of Jesus Christ and now is our time to live Jesus’ 

mission as we await the final coming of Christ to establish 

the Kingdom forever.   

This second reading looks to our time, the time we live 

our discipleship, as a time that is transformed by the 

mission and ministry of Jesus Christ.  Yet, it is up to us, in 

our time, to say “yes” to what Jesus offers us and to say 

that “yes” not merely in words, but in the very lives we 

lead.  Now is our time.  Now is our time to respond.  Now 

is our time to live our baptismal commitment. 



GOSPEL READING:  Luke 3:15-16, 21-22 

The Gospel reading is Luke’s account of Jesus’ baptism 

by John.  Among the Gospel accounts of Jesus’ baptism, 

Luke’s account is unique.  There is no conversation 

between Jesus and John.  In fact, the actual baptism is 

not narrated at all.  There is just mention, after the fact – 

and after telling of John’s arrest, that Jesus had been 

baptized by John and that the Holy Spirit had come upon 

him while the Father’s voice was heard.  The focus of the 

whole, larger episode, is on John’s preaching to the 

people, a preaching that echoes in advance the message 

of Jesus.   

As in all the Gospels, the story of Jesus’ baptism 

emphasizes his oneness with the people he has come to 

redeem.  The scant details and the complete lack of 

interaction between Jesus and John highlights the fact 

that Jesus has come to us, identified himself with us, but 

on his own terms.  At this moment, Jesus is empowered 

by the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of God that has been 

dominating the story from the beginning.  This Spirit will 

govern all that Jesus says and does and it is this Spirit 

that has led John to announce the coming of the messiah 

and to preach in advance the messiah’s message.   

 

We begin the Season of Ordinary Time and we begin this 

season with readings that focus on new life, on living well 

that new life in our time now, on the beginning of Jesus’ 

public ministry that is governed by the new life of the 

Spirit that descends on him.  We begin the Season of 

Ordinary Time with the hope of living like John, as people 

who continue to do what Jesus did.  We begin again our 

journey to follow along the road with Jesus, to be 

disciples, travel together along the road to our eternal 

home with our God. 
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FOR REFLECTION: 

 

• Does it mean anything to say that the Liturgical  

Season of Ordinary Time is a season of "Our 

Time?"  What does "Our Time" ask of us? 

 

• In what ways to I see God coming to me on His 

terms, not in the ways that might be  expected? 

What does He ask of me by His coming? 

 

• How can we be heralds of God's good news? 

 

• How important is the organized and institutional  

aspect of the Church to me?  How important is it, in 

living our lives as Christians, to be true to our roots? 

 

• What does it mean to me to say that, through His 

baptism, Jesus fully identified Himself with us in our 

humanity?  If Jesus shares our humanity, do we 

share in his divinity?
