THEME: “When the Son of Man comes, will He find
faith on earth?”

Throughout the Bible, there is a consistent understanding
that our life with God depends on faith, on trust in a loving
God who forgives, who leads and guides, who has a plan
for His creation that involves promoting and celebrating
what is right and just, in celebrating and promoting the
dignity of all. Yet, just as consistently, the Bible shows
that faith, to be real, must be lived, must express itself in
concrete, tangible ways, that we have a partnership with
God in making what is just and right a reality. Today’s
readings call us to live our faith, to be involved in our
world, to live our partnership with God and not simply sit
back and wait for God’s will to unfold, to expect others,
especially those in authority, to make things just and
right. To be involved in our world is to live our faith. In
this, none of us is exempt and none of us is
indispensable.

THE READINGS:

FIRST READING: Exodus 17:8-13

Crucial for Israel’s self understanding was the story of
Exodus and especially the story of Moses. Moses was
presented as a man of God, a man dedicated to following
God’s will and word, dedicated to caring for God’s
people. He is presented as a model of what we all,
especially those in authority, can be in our commitment to
our God. Still, God does not want us to be blindly
obedient puppets. To counter this impression, the
Exodus story also presents Moses as a heroic man, fully
human, a man who argues with His God, who loses
patience and makes mistakes, but who always works
towards accomplishing what is good and right.

One of Moses’ biggest mistakes is to consider himself to
be “terminally unique,” burdened with his leadership role
and indispensable. Two stories, in particular,
demonstrate the need to grow in our sense of
connectedness with others and share the role of
promoting what is right and just. The first concerns
Moses’ complaint that he is overburdened in judging the
affairs of the people. It is his father-in-law, a foreigner,
who teaches Moses that he can delegate authority, that
he doesn’t have to handle every matter. The second is
today’s reading. Moses guides the people in battle, but
needs help simply to hold his hands up. He can’t do it
alone.

“If you want the job done right, do it yourself.” This bit of
conventional wisdom flies in the face of what Scripture
shows us to be God’s will. Push the statement, and | live
in isolation. Everything depends on me. Moses had to
learn that Israel was called to be God’s people, not
Moses’. He had to learn that living our faith, our
relationship with God was a corporate endeavor, not a
matter of setting up authority structures, no matter how
good and just, for people to blindly follow. Do | need to
learn this lesson, too? Do | see myself as part of a whole
community moving to our God or as “terminally unique”
and indispensable? Do | take myself too seriously?
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SECOND READING: Il Timothy 3:14-4:2

The second reading comes from the Second Letter to
Timothy. While this letter is one of the latest writings of
the New Testament and, largely, is addressed to Church
authority, it is critical to see here that the writer of the
letter is claiming that in the word of Scripture the believing
community has all it needs to guide it in living well. The
Word of God is for the entire community and everyone
has a part to play in living it. With God’s Word, everyone
is equipped for what we need for every good work, for
living our faith. Leaders of the Church are reminded
again that all members of the community are important,
that all have a role to play. At the same time, leadership
roles and roles of authority are presented as necessary, a
partnership in with God in guiding the community, but not
a replacement for community life.

GOSPEL READING: Luke 18:1-8

The Gospel reading is Luke’s parable of the unjust
judge. This parable takes the idea of authority and
waiting on authority to do the right thing in a new
direction. We have legitimate authority and leadership
and that authority and leadership is human. Humans do
not always make the right choices, do not always live up
to their responsibilities. Our response to that can’t be,
“Oh, well, what can | do? I'm not in charge.” We are a
community, a community made up of individuals involved
with and responsible for each other, accountable to each
other. To live our faith is not a private matter, but a
matter of encouraging and calling each other to
accountability. But, when the Son of Man comes, will He
find any faith?
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FOR REFLECTION:

To be involved in our world is to live our faith. Do |
agree with this statement? When do | tend to think
that it is others who have the responsibility for righting
the wrongs of the world? When do | tend to think that
if | don't act, nothing will get done. How and why are
these false ways of believing?

In trying to live my life with God am | more
comfortable with being obedient to God or with being
independently responsible? In my life with God and
others, when do | tend to take myself too seriously?
Where do | find a connectedness and
interdependence with others?

With God’s Word, everyone is equipped for what we
need for every good work, for living our faith. Do |
agree with statement? If so, what responsibilities do |
have? If not, what more do | need to live my life of
faith?

What do | expect from authority, from civil and Church
leaders? Do | expect them to solve all problems? Do
| deny my part to play as a citizen or member of the
Christian community? Do | expect them to be
figureheads, largely to be ignored in making my way
in the world with God?

What is my understanding of accountability? For
what am | accountable? In what can | hold others,
even those in authority, accountable? How
accountable am | for holding others accountable?
How are we connected?
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
