Expressions of Prayer: 
 Vocal Prayer, Meditation,  

Contemplation 
How do you pray? The Church has identified 3  
expressions of prayer: 1) vocal prayer (associating 
the body with the interior prayer of the heart),  
2) meditation (engagement of thought,  
imagination, and emotion to deepen our faith), 
and 3) contemplation (a simple gaze upon God  
in silence and love). The feature common to all of 
them is attention to the presence of God in our 
heart. Do you have a favorite expression of  
prayer? 

“When was the last time you consciously sat down 

and explored God’s will for a particular situation?  

In this way, highly engaged Catholics are  

committed to listening to the voice of God in their 

lives. At the same time, they will be the first to  

admit that they don’t always get it right, that it is 

almost never totally clear, and that at times they 

know exactly what God is calling them to do but 

ignore His will. And yet, over and over they learn 

that it is openness to God’s voice and God’s will that 

most brings them peace in the decision they make.”

THEME:  Be imitators of the compassion of Christ. 

Leprosy provides a focal point in today’s readings.  In the 

Bible, leprosy is the word used to describe any kind of 

skin disease.  Leprosy rendered a person ‘unclean.’ 

There is a double aspect to the idea of uncleanliness.   

On the one hand, in the ancient world, there was fear of 

contagion.  Something as common as chicken pox could, 

in a pre-scientific age, cause death.  The sick were 

isolated, removed from the presence of the community 

for the sake of the common good, the health of all.  On 

the other hand, uncleanliness had a ritual dimension. 

Anything from oozing sores to bodily secretions of any 

kind rendered people unclean, unable to participate in 

community sacrificial worship.  It was an easy jump to 

associate the moral and the natural.  If a person was 

unclean, they did something to cause their separation 

from the community.  Is our outlook so different? 
 

 

 

THE READINGS: 

FIRST READING:  Leviticus 13:1-3, 44-46 

The first reading is taken from the Book of Leviticus. 

Leviticus is a late entry into the teachings of the Torah, 

coming from the Priestly Writer around the time of the 

Babylonian Exile.  The purpose of the Priestly Writer was 

to give people hope, hope that in whatever circumstances 

they found themselves, God’s promises were available to 

them, guiding their lives.  Like all the “laws” of the Torah, 

the words of Leviticus are couched in sermons that are 

intended to impart a sense of justice and right, to form the 

believing community as the people of God.  A key idea of 

the book is the call for God’s people to be holy, to be set 

apart, dedicated to God and His will, to be different from 

the way of the world. 

Leprosy, in Leviticus, functions literally and symbolically. 

The concern is for justice and right, for promoting the 

good of the people.  Just as a person who could spread 

disease and harm the community is isolated from the 

group, so anyone who is “unclean” is separated from the 

group to prevent harm – until such time as the 

uncleanliness is removed.  Israel, in its life as the people 

of God, included ritual baths to remove uncleanliness and 

sacrifices of atonement – all designed to re-integrate 

people into the community.  Leviticus offers hope. 

 

SECOND READING:  I Corinthians 10:31-11:1 

The second reading is taken from Paul’s First Letter to 

the Corinthians.  Today’s passage forms a conclusion  

to what Paul has been saying to the Corinthian 

community about unity, about being unified in Christ, 

about his efforts to be all things to all people to bring  

them into one in Christ.  His conclusion is a simple  

call – imitate Jesus Christ. 



GOSPEL READING:  Mark 1:40-45 

The Gospel reading comes from Mark and has an  

implied setting out in the country, away from settled  

communities.  In this setting, a leper approaches Jesus,  

a person isolated away from settled communities, and 

makes his request.  The key word in this story is  

compassion.  In the Old Testament, this is an attribute 

applied only to God.  Even more remarkable, Jesus 

touched him.  The whole incident is a characterization  

of Jesus.  He has come to touch people with the  

compassion of God.  That precisely is what Paul asks  

us to imitate. 

AIDS has been labeled modern man’s leprosy.  How 

many times have we heard “Christians” refer to AIDS as 

God’s just punishment for homosexuals?  How often do 

we judge and shun others for their lifestyles?  What about 

the “Christian community” that didn’t want a child to  

participate in their Church’s Christmas Pageant because 

he was born out of wedlock?  How often do we judge  

and want to exclude others from our community because 

of their backgrounds or choices?  Do you remember the 

“Christians” who proclaimed Hurricane Katrina as God’s 

righteous vengeance on the modern Sodom of New  

Orleans?  What was that all about?  How many 

“Christians” promoting the right to life have branded and 

labeled politicians as “Our baby-killer president” or  

“Our baby-killer senator” with no compassion, with no  

understanding of how they have formed – or  

misformed – their own consciences?   

Jesus did not only not shun or brand or label the unclean, 

he sought them out.  Jesus did not condemn sinners, but 

touched them.  Jesus didn’t judge the outsider, the  

outcast, the “unclean,” but showed them God’s  

compassion. Be imitators of Jesus Christ. 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

FOR REFLECTION: 
• Who are the "unclean" in the modern world?  With 

 whom am I afraid or reluctant to associate?  Whom 

 do I consider "unworthy?"  How much to I believe that 

 the hardships people suffer are of their own making? 

 

• Do I believe others are set in their ways, essentially 

 unable to change, essentially unforgivable?  What 

 "proof" do I demand of others that they are now 

 "worthy" before I will become unafraid or less  

 reluctant to associate with them? 

 

• Paul taught that the cure for division and disunity was 

 to imitate Christ.  What does imitating Christ mean to  

 me?  How willing am I to live the compassion,  
 openness and tolerance of Jesus Christ with people 

 of whom I do not approve? 

 

• At the end of the notes on the Gospel reading, some 

 questions are posed.  Do those questions offend 

 me?  Am I offended by the attitudes expressed in the 

 questions or because the questions challenge my 

 own personal beliefs? 

 

• Mark's Gospel is a call to discipleship, to doing what 

Jesus did in overcoming evil in the world.  For me, 

does overcoming evil mean "fighting" evil or  

embracing the evil-doer in love?  What was Jesus' 

approach?  Can I imitate him?
