Sixth Sunday of Easter

THEME:  Within the world in which we live, if our faith 

makes a difference, we are to live it and to share it.   

 

The Easter Season is drawing to an end.  Throughout the 

season, we have moved from an individual appropriation 

of Easter faith to celebrating the presence and action of 

the living Christ within our believing community, to a call 

to universal mission, a mission to the whole world.  When 

the Ascension of the Lord is celebrated the following  

Sunday, the second reading and Gospel from the  

Seventh Sunday of Easter may be read on today. 

 

 

 

 

THE READINGS: 

FIRST READING:  Acts 10:25-26, 34-35, 44-48 

The first reading comes from Acts of the Apostles.  In the 

logic of Luke’s story, Peter’s baptism of Cornelius  

advances the Christian movement and lays the  

groundwork for Paul’s mission to the Gentiles that will be 

narrated in the second half of the book.  A key concept in 

the story is expressed by Peter’s realization that he has 

begun to see that God shows no partiality, that God’s 

love, mercy, and salvation are offered to all creation, and 

that the believing community is meant to be a means of 

sharing this good news and welcoming all others into 

Christian fellowship.  Luke’s story asks his original  

audience and us a basic question:  God shows no  

partiality, do I?  Do I fail in my mission and the mission of 

my believing community? 

  

SECOND READING:  I John 4:7-10 or 4:11-16 

 

Both choices for the second reading come from the First 

letter of John.  These readings are continuous and  

celebrate a simple fact – before all else, God has chosen 

to love us and, filled with that love, filled with the very 

presence of the life of God in us, we are called to love 

one another.  A basic emphasis in the Johannine writings 

is the call to love one another within the community of 

believers, to love each other as God loves us.  But the 

basic premise is that God’s love for us within the  

community flows from God’s love for the whole world 

which led Him to send His Son to show that love.  God’s 

love for us occurs within the context of His love for all the 

world.  Our love for each other occurs within the context 

of the world in which we live and, like God’s love, should 

be effective in the world, should touch the lives of all  

others.  Again, we are commissioned to love, to be a 

means of God’s presence and care for all of creation. 



GOSPEL READING:  John 15:9-17 or 17:11-19 

Both choices for the Gospel reading come from John’s 

gospel and, more specifically, from the Farewell 

Discourse.  The Last Supper narrative of John’s Gospel 

does not include an institution narrative, but rather 

consists primarily of one of the long speeches of Jesus 

so characteristic of John.  This speech has been termed 

the Farewell Discourse and is presented as Jesus’ final 

instructions to His disciples before He enters into His 

passion and returns to His Father.   

It has long been noted that the Farewell Discourse is 

arranged in an elaborate concentric pattern – what is said 

first is repeated at the end; what is said second is 

repeated as Jesus’ second to the last statement, and so 

on.  The pattern, then, builds to a key central statement 

and that statement is found in the first choice for a 

Gospel reading.  The center and focus of the whole 

Farewell Discourse is Jesus’ command to love, to love 

each other as He has loved us.  For John, this is the 

essence of Christian life. 

The second choice for a Gospel reading comes from later 

in the Farewell Discourse and focuses on the relation of 

Jesus and His disciples to the larger world.  Just as 

Jesus had come into the world, not to be of the world but 

to challenge the world’s basic assumptions and offer the 

world a different view of living, a different view of what is 

really of value, of what God’s will for the world really is, 

so the disciples are left in the world.  Jesus does not pray 

that His Father will take His disciples out of the world but 

that the Father and His love will fill them and guide them 

as they make their way in the world, just as Jesus 

did.  They, and we, have a mission to the world – to 

reveal who Jesus really is and, in so doing, like Jesus, to 

reveal the Father whose basic nature and relationship to 

the world is love.  Again, the two readings taken together 

demonstrate that if we really live the difference Jesus 

makes in our life, our authentic living cannot help but 

have an impact on the world around us, our way of living 

with each other will flow beyond us to invite others to 

relationships of love with our God and with us.  God’s 

purpose for the world will be fulfilled. 

 FOR REFLECTION: 

 Our Easter Faith acclaims that Jesus is alive and 

 present in the world with us.  What practical 

 difference does this make to me?  How does this

 belief impact the way I live?  How does this belief 

 shape my relationship to the world around me? 

 

 What does Peter's statement that God shows no 

 partiality mean to me?  Do I, called to love as God 

 loves, show partiality in my dealings with 

 others?  Do I expect God to favor me over those I 

 find less observant and diligent in living their 

 faith?  Over those whom I judge to be sinful or evil? 

 

 Is my Christian community characterized by mutual 

 love?  How do I see this?  Is there anything missing 

 in our mutual love?  Does the love that is present in 

 my believing community reach out and make a 

 difference in the world around us? 

 

 Jesus commanded His disciples to love one another 

 as He loved them.  Can I really love others as Jesus 

 loves me?  Do I want to?  What is it, exactly, that I 

 mean by love? 

 

 Jesus spoke to His disciples as being in the world 

but not of the world.  Does the presence of Jesus in 

my life cause me to stand apart from my 

world?  How much to live the values of the world 

and not the love of God?  What does it mean to me 

to be in the world but not of the world?  In trying to 

do this, why do I need God's protection? 
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
