Helps self esteem - Generates good will those who have hearing disabilities. There are
three devices, about the size of a cell phone,
located in the server sacristy (the room to the left
of the sanctuary). They are on top of the sound
system. To use them, put the ear plugs in and
turn on the device to the desired sound level.
Each device is tuned directly into the speaker
system. If you do not like using public ear pieces,
you may bring your own. If you need help, ask
one of the priests or the organist, Mr. Bob Ellison.

No batteries are required - Cost nothing
Non-taxable - Is a silent performance
Extremely personal - Fully returnable

Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Cycle C

THEME: “I Did It My Way.”

That popular song speaks of individuality and integrity. It
speaks of the struggles to live the ups and downs of daily
life with dignity and determination. It speaks of the
courage to go against the crowd and live personal values
and convictions. These are all valuable — essential —
qualities for living authentic human existence. But, what
happens when “my way” becomes a way of seeing
myself as indispensable? What if “my way” is
self-serving and does not promote the common

good? What if “my way” isn’t God’s way?

THE READINGS:

FIRST READING: | Kings 19:16, 19-21

The first reading is the story of Elijah passing on the
mantle of leadership to Elisha recorded in the First Book
of Kings. There is a theme that runs through Israel’s
historical traditions, a theme that stresses that no one
human individual is indispensable in God’s plan, that we
are partners with God in accomplishing His will for the
created world, but when we have accomplished our part
in God’s plan it is time to step aside and yield the role to
whomever God chooses. Moses leads the people
through the wilderness and mediates the giving of the
Law, but dies on an unknown mountain before the people

actually enter in and take possession of the land.
Individual judges arise to save Israel in time of need, but
their office is restricted to a particular crisis. When their
job is done, they pass from the pages of Scripture and, in
the end, the whole office of judges merely fades away.
Samuel is called by God to lead the people. He is
considered the last of the judges and the first of Israel’s
prophets. But his primary role is to anoint Israel’s first
kings and then step aside. Elijah was raised up to
confront the evils of the Northern Kingdom under King
Ahab and his foreign wife Jezebel. When his part in
God’s plan was finished, he was instructed to pass the
mantle on to Elisha. Prophecy arose in Israel along with
kingship. It was a check on monarchy’s potential to
abuse power. But kingship itself, like the office of judges,
would pass away and with it, prophecy would disappear.
The biggest troubles along the way happen when
someone — like Elijah — tries to hang on too long, to be or
do too much, too see his role as bigger than it really is.
We are partners with our God. We have a part to play,
but only a part. It is God who writes the script and directs
the show.

SECOND READING: Galatians 5:1, 13-18.

“Do not use your freedom as an opportunity for
self-indulgence.” Paul needs to stress with the Galatians
one of his key themes — freedom from the law. The
Galatian community was disturbed by factions, by those
who were sure they had the right way of seeing and living
God'’s plan, by those who wanted to impose “my way” on
others. In this, they missed the very heart of Christian life
— love of neighbor. Paul stressed again and again with
the Galatians and with other Christian communities that
he had founded, that our forgiveness, our reconciliation
with God and each other, our salvation is a free gift from
God.

He taught that all had a part to play in the believing
community and that all contributed to the richness of the
life of God’s people. But he also taught that it is Jesus
Christ who is the indispensable font of God'’s love and
grace, that faith in Him leads to a life of love and that no
preacher, teacher, no faction in the believing community
could replace Christ and that living in Christ leads to
mutual love and unity. Anything else is self-indulgence
and self-aggrandizement.



GOSPEL READING: Luke 9:51-62.

So, how will we respond to Jesus? How will we answer
His call to follow Him? These are the questions with
which Luke deals. As Jesus sets off for Jerusalem to
complete His ministry on earth, Luke presents different
ways in which people can respond to the Lord by
choosing to follow Him “my way.”

Jews and Samaritans had nothing to do with each other.
The Samaritans would not receive Jesus because He
was on His way to Jerusalem, the heart of Judaism. The
disciples’ response was to form another faction, to
oppose the Samaritans because they weren’t responding
to Jesus “their way.” Someone claims that he will follow
Jesus wherever he goes, but Jesus knows that
“‘wherever” means abandoning set ways of living and
being, and He doubts that the man can do it. Others
come to Jesus or are called to follow and they set
conditions — I'll follow, but only after | bury my father or
say farewell to my family; I'll follow, but I'll do it on my
terms; “I'll do it my way.”

All the readings today speak to us about accepting and
living the part that God has for us in His plan, in building
the kingdom. But they also warn us that the plan is God’s
plan and that we only have a part to play in it. That part
involves working for unity and living in mutual love. It
involves working for the good of all, accepting the
differences in how others can respond, so long as each
response furthers the good of all. The readings call me
to let go of my expectations, my comfortable ways, to
play my part as God directs, and, in the end, to let go of
the drive for control, for self-indulgence and do it “God’s

”

way.

FOR REFLECTION:

e Am | an individual or follow the crowd kind of
person? Can | state my personal values and
convictions? Are these mere words or do | really
live my convictions? Is doing things "my way" a
positive strength or a defense against insecurities
and doubts?

e In what ways am | tempted to see myself as
indispensable? Am | willing to let go, to allow others
a place in God's plan, to see other possibilities for
accomplishing the things that | do within the
believing community, within my family, within my
world?

® In his writings Paul stresses freedom - freedom from
the law, in the sense that following any particular set
of actions does not earn salvation. For Paul,
freedom is freedom to serve, freedom to love. Do |
accept the premise that my personal freedom is a
freedom to serve for the sake of others? Oris my
idea of freedom more centered on the idea that | am
free to do what | want to achieve my own ends?

e | am called to be a follower of Jesus, to continue to
do what He did. How do | put conditions on my
response to this call? How do | try to accept
Christ's call "my way" and not on His terms?

e \Whatis my role in God's plan right now? What is
my role in my parish community? What is my role in
the universal church? What role do | have to play in
building the kingdom? Do | work to fulfill my role for
my sake or for the sake of others? Do | actively
play my role at all?
