THEME:  Choosing the better part.   

All of life presents us with choices and all the choices we 

make reflect our values, our priorities, our dispositions. 

As people of faith, our relationship with God is a value 

and living that relationship is a priority.  Our life with God 

impacts and influences our choices, but is our 

relationship with God such that we are disposed to 

choose the better part? 

 

 

 

 

 

THE READINGS: 
FIRST READING:  I Kings 3:5, 7-12 

The first reading, from the First Book of Kings, is one of 

the most well known stories about King Solomon.  In 

tradition, Solomon was remembered for his wisdom and 

this story recounts the source of that wisdom.  God had 

chosen Solomon to be David’s successor, was pleased 

with him, and offered to give him whatever he should 

ask.  Solomon asked for the understanding and ability  

to rule God’s people well.  He asked God to guide him in 

living well the life, the mission in life that God had given  

to him.   

Here, we have to remember that Solomon was the son of 

David and Bathsheba.  David was God’s chosen king who 

committed adultery with Bathsheba and arranged for the 

murder of her husband to cover up the adultery.  He did 

these things because he could.  He was the king and had 

power.  His kingship, his authority, his power was a gift 

from God and he abused it.  The story of Solomon’s 

parents was a meditation on sinfulness.  Sin somehow 

always involves taking the gifts God has given us and 

abusing them, using them for selfish ends.  Solomon asks 

God to guide him in living his giftedness well.  He 

chooses the better part. 

 

SECOND READING:  Romans 8:28-30. 

In the second reading, from Paul’s Letter to the Romans, 

two of Paul’s key ideas are presented in a simple and 

straightforward manner.  Our justification, our salvation is 

a free gift from God and our response to this gift should 

be love.  God has chosen us and in Christ has redeemed 

us, forming us into an image of His son.  As such, there is 

a unity among all Christians – one family of which Christ 

is the firstborn.  Just as Israel’s Wisdom proclaimed that 

the good life would result from learning and living God’s 

word, so Paul proclaims that the good life would result 

from learning and living, conforming ourselves to Christ. 

The result of that is love and all things work together, 

result in the good, for those who love God.  Choosing to 

love God is choosing the better part. 



GOSPEL READING:  Luke 10:38-42. 

The story from Luke’s Gospel gives a concrete example 

of choosing well.  Jesus visits the home of Martha and 

Mary, where Mary gives her attention to Jesus and 

Martha gives her attention to all the details of 

hospitality.  Both are choosing to serve and be attentive 

to Jesus, but Martha, in focusing on all the details, 

misses out on time with the person for whom she is 

working.  What is really important? 

Within the Christian community, within our community of 

faith, there are many ministries, many functions to be 

performed.  Are we concerned about the details of our 

ministry, doing things with precision and care, or with the 

people for whom we exercise that ministry?  Are teachers 

more concerned with developing a perfect lesson plan 

than with the students they are educating?  Is the finance 

committee so concerned with the bottom line and a 

balanced budget that it forgets that the budget is there to 

provide for the needs of the people of the parish?  Is the 

choir so intent on not missing a note and performing 

perfectly that it forgets its role to lead the congregation in 

singing?  Are celebrants so concerned with performing 

the liturgy that they forget that they are presiding over 

and directing the prayer of the entire congregation?  Are 

parents so concerned with providing for the needs of their 

families that they miss their children growing up?

FOR REFLECTION: 
 What are some important choices and decisions I 

have made?  What values and priorities have my 

choices and decisions reflected?  What choices and 

decisions am I dealing with right now?  What values 

and priorities do I need to consider in making my 

choices? 

 

 What is my giftedness?  What has God given to me 

that makes me unique?  How could I or do I abuse 

God's gifts to me?  In what areas do I need God's 

help to live my giftedness well? 

 

 For followers of Jesus Christ, the ultimate value is to 

be loving, loving of all our brothers and sisters in 

Christ.  Whom do I have difficulty in considering a 

brother or sister in Christ?  Where can I be more 

loving?  What does being loving mean to me? 

 

 When am I like Martha, choosing to be busy with all 

the details of providing for family, doing the work of 

service to the community, and missing 

connectedness with the people I attempt to serve? 

 

 When am I like Mary, not getting bogged down on 

details but merely being present to those needing 

my love and attention?
