Twenty-Second Sunday in Ordinary Time  
Cycle C 

 
 
THEME:  “Perform your tasks with humility.”   
In modern psychology it is a given that the ego, the sense 
of self, emerges in relation to the other.  We derive a 
sense of who we are in the feedback we get from other 
people.  Everyone wants to be accepted.  Everyone 
wants a sense of approval.  Everyone wants recognition, 
recognition for the good that we do, the good that we 
are.  Still, in the whole developmental process, we 
achieve ego strength when we can live our personal 
values and convictions no matter what others may think of 
us.  This is maturity.  Humility is the mark of maturity.  The 
humble choose the good because it is good, not because 
of any recognition or benefit they may receive.  When I 
find myself doing what I do in order to be praised or 
recognized, then I know that I have a way to go in 
achieving maturity; I have a way to go in living my life with 
God.  When I am resentful because I don’t feel 
appreciated for my contributions, then I know that I am 
not choosing the good because it is good, but because I 
hope to fill some need in myself.  I still have a way to go 
in growing up, growing in God. 
 
THE READINGS: 
FIRST READING:  Sirach 3:17-18, 20, 28-29  
The first reading is taken from the Book of Sirach.  Sirach 
belongs to Israel’s late Wisdom writings and reflects 
Israel’s experience in the Greco-Roman world.  Where 
the Book of Wisdom reflects on how to live God’s wisdom 
in the midst of the world in which Israel finds itself, Sirach 
reflects more on living God’s Wisdom in the face of and 
despite the larger world context.  From Sirach we learn to 

avoid making compromises with the values of the world 
that oppose God’s will and word while from Wisdom we 
learn to find those points of contact, those common 
values in the larger world that allow us to find God’s 
presence in day to day life and offer God’s Wisdom as an 
alternate way of viewing present reality. 
In a series of proverbial sayings, Sirach upholds the value 
of humility.  To perform one’s tasks with humility, to do 
what we do because it is the good thing to do wins 
approval from those whom God accepts.  Within the 
community of believers, there is a right relationship 
between those who simply choose to do the good.  But in 
the larger world, the person who acts with humility shows 
simply that the good is a realistic possibility.  The focus is 
on the good, not the person acting.  No matter how great 
or powerful a person, he is not God and acting on the 
good for the sake of the good is what God wants and 
expects of us.  This is wisdom.  This is what we can learn 
from God’s word spoken into the heart of creation, 
especially in His Torah.  This is what allows people to 
overcome trials and hardship.  The proud, who rely on 
themselves, face such trials and hardships and are 
defeated because they have a sense of their own 
failure.  They have relied solely on themselves.  Humility 
is the way of Wisdom. 
 
SECOND READING: Hebrews 12:18-19, 22-24  
The second reading, from the Letter to the Hebrews, 
presents a contrast between the old and the new, the old 
covenant and the new, and stresses, in the new, the pure 
giftedness of what we have in Jesus Christ.  There is a 
contrast between the Moses/Sinai tradition and the David/
Zion tradition.  In the Moses/Sinai tradition, there was a 
sense of the awesome otherness of God and a stress on 
responsibility in keeping the demands of His covenant. 
While it is true that those whom God chooses have a 
responsibility to live righteously, the analogy of our 
relationship with God as a covenant, especially the treaty 
form of a covenant, breaks down when it is understood 
that our part in the relationship can earn us the favor and 
protection of the overlord, that our fidelity is a condition 
and motivating factor for His love and faithfulness.  In 
contrast, Jesus, the mediator of the new covenant invites 
all people to Zion, to the new Jerusalem, to God’s 
dwelling with His people because of His once-for-all 
sacrifice.  How we live should flow from what God has 
accomplished for us; it is never understood as what 
motivates God to love us.  All that we have, especially all 
that we have in our relationship with our God, is pure 
gift.  In humility, we are responsible merely for accepting 
the offered gift, the gift of eternal life with our God; we 
have the possibility of living a relationship that is a gift, a 
free offering of our God.  We can choose to be loved.

GOSPEL READING:  Luke 14:1, 7-14 
The Gospel passage, from Luke uses the image of guests 
at a wedding banquet to illustrate how we are to live with 
our God and with each other.  A consistent theme that 
runs through Luke’s Gospel is the reversal of fortunes. 
Those who humble themselves will be exalted and those 
who exalt themselves will be humbled.  In purely human 
terms, it is embarrassing to take a place we think we 
deserve and then be asked to make way for someone 
else.  It is elating to be recognized and honored by 
others.  On the model of Jesus, we became the slave of 
all and servant of all, we are asked to be humble, not to 
stand on status, but to also take on service for others. 
The service and sacrifice, the crucifixion of Jesus, that 
opens the way for us to be reconciled with God and share 
in eternal life is a gift that the Son of God offers – simply 
because we need it.  There is nothing we can do to earn 
it; there is nothing we can do to repay God for His love 
and care.  If God, in Jesus, treats us this way, then we 
can and must treat others in the same fashion.  The good 
that we do has to be motivated by the fact that those to 
whom we show compassion and care, those whom we 
love need what we have to offer.  It cannot be motivated 
by what we might receive in return. 
To do the good that we do simply because it is good, to 
love God by loving others with no thought of what we 
might get in return, these are signs of maturity, spiritual 
maturity, and psychological maturity.  Not many of us are 
so secure in our lives that we can consistently be so 
giving, so other-centered.  But then, again, we are not 
God.  What makes us who we are is that we have chosen 
to try, we have chosen to say “yes” to the offer to follow 
Jesus, to imitate His giving, His service, to continue to do 
what He did.  It is the trying, the effort, that matters.  It is 
being on the way, growing in life, growing in personal 
strengths, growing in other-centeredness, growing in 
maturity that make us disciples, that constitute our best 
response to God’s offer of love, compassion and life. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

FOR REFLECTION: 
 In what ways has my sense of self emerged in my 

relationship with other people?  Does my sense of 
acceptance and approval by others confirm me in 
who I am or does the reaction of others convince me 
to take a different path, not to be like them?  How is 
the hand of God at work in the people in my life 
through whom I derive a sense of who I am? 
 

 How does God's word and wisdom direct me to live in 
the midst of the world and not make compromises 
with the values of the world that stand against God's 
will for right living?  Do I offer others an alternate view 
of reality, an alternate way of living by the way I live? 
 

 Do I choose the good for the sake of the good or am I 
motivated by what's in it for me?  In what areas does 
my response to God and His call to the good life need 
to grow and mature? 
 

 How easy is it for me to be loved?  By God?  By other 
people in my life?  Can I accept that I'm loved or do I 
need always to maintain a sense of control in my 
life?  If I need to be in control, can I really let God love 
me? 
 

 Can I see myself as successful merely because I 
want to and try to live the good life?  What do I do 
with my sins and failures?  When I find myself falling 
into the same faults over and over, do I disparage 
myself?  Can I really see myself as being on the way? 
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
