Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Cycle A   

 

 
 
 
THEME:  In quiet times and moments of peace, seek 
your God.   
With sights and sounds and feverish activity, we celebrate 
the presence of our God.  Think of the major feast of the 
liturgical year.  There are sights and sounds associated 
with Christmas and Easter.  Those seasons are marked 
by hectic activity – the activity of the holidays, the activity 
of minister practices to celebrate special and powerful 
liturgies, the activity of special rituals to mark significant 
events.  Yet, here we are about half way through the 
Season of the Year, half way through Ordinary Time and 
things are routine, ordinary, and relatively quiet.  Do I find 
myself looking for that jolt, that sense of power to enliven 
me and draw me to my God?  Do I expect to find my God 
only in those special moments, moments of intensity, 
moments out of the ordinary? 

THE READINGS: 
FIRST READING:  I Kings 19:9, 11-13 
The first reading, from the First Book of Kings, tells the 
story of Elijah’s encounter with God at a cave in the 
wilderness.  Elijah had been called by God to stand 
against King Ahab and his evil Queen, Jezebel.  He had 
bested the 450 prophets of Baal in a fiery cataclysm.  He 
had survived the attempts of King and people to harass 
and kill him.  In his work, he had been powerful, 
victorious. And now things were calm.  He was being 
asked to pass on his mantle to another.  Resistance to his 
message still persisted, and he was in a big blue funk. 
Had his work made any difference?  Where was the 
power of God to vindicate him and his work? 
And God asked Elijah, “Why are you here?”  He 
confronted His prophet with power and yet, in that power, 
God was not present.  No, it was in the “still small voice,” 
the quiet presence of another that God was to be found 
and confronted with this presence, Elijah was again asked 
by God, “Why are you here?”  The question was a call for 
Elijah to go back to his ordinary life, to be content with the 
world as it was, to find God not in power and victory and 
excitement, but in the small presence of a God saying, 
“I’m here; I care.” 
 
SECOND READING:  Romans 9:1-5 
If Elijah is torn and conflicted in his experience of seeking 
and serving his God, so too is Paul.  In the second 
reading from the Letter to the Romans, what Paul says of 
his experience is also similar to the experiences of 
Jeremiah.  Paul, a Jew trained as a Pharisee, had a fierce 
love and commitment to his people and to his God.  In his 
missionary work, he always began by addressing the 
Jews of whatever city he visited and only turned to the 
Gentiles when the Jews rejected him.  In his commitment 
to his God, he announced the salvation won in Jesus 
Christ, the Messiah.  And yet, it was a sore point for him 
that his own people, from whom the Messiah came, were 
slow to respond.  Like Elijah, Paul wanted a powerful act 
of God to set everything right, yet he, too, had to learn to 
live the reality of the present moment and find the 
presence of God not in power, but in a commitment to the 
ordinary, in a commitment to simply living each day as 
best he could with trust in the still small voice, in the 
intimate, peaceful presence of God. 
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GOSPEL READING:  Matthew 14:22-33 
The Gospel reading, from Matthew is the story of Jesus 
walking on the water and calming the storm at sea.  In the 
synoptic gospels, the only miracles that occur, for the 
apostles’ benefit alone, take place in the setting of a 
boat.  The boat functions as a symbol of the Church and 
is depicted as a place of protection and safety along the 
way.  These miracle stories are particularly significant in 
Matthew’s Gospel since this version of the story of Jesus 
focuses so much on the nature of the Church, the 
believing community as the place where we encounter the 
Kingdom of Heaven and the presence of our God to us. 
In this story, the forces of nature, the forces of power to 
which Elijah looked to find the presence of God are seen 
as forces hostile to the believing community.  Even in the 
action of Jesus walking on the water and calming the 
storm, works of power overcoming the forces of nature, 
the disciples fail to see reality – the presence of 
divinity.  They misinterpret who is there and what is 
happening.  It is only in the aftermath, in the calm, that 
they recognize Jesus and see the hand of God at work.   
In the end, today’s readings speak to us of a God who is 
a God of peace, a God of calm, a God of the 
ordinary.  The readings call us, as the stories called 
Elijah, Paul and the disciples, to seek our God in the 
ordinary and the peaceful, to calm ourselves and find the 
presence of our God in the ordinary events of our lives. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

FOR REFLECTION: 
• How much do I look for the presence of God in great 

and powerful events?  How willing am I to see God in 
the hum-drum and ordinary?  Do the simple tasks and 
obligations of my daily life make a difference? 
 

• When I have been a part of big events or had a 
significant role to play in my parish or community, 
how willing am I to let go and return to normal?  How 
willing am I to let someone else take on the role or job 
I exercised? 
 

• Considering my life at this moment, if God were to 
ask me, "Why are you here?" what would I say?  Am  
I where God wants me to be?  Is it a peaceful place? 
 

• Have I ever been conflicted, torn between two or 
more aspects of life that both seem good, yet 
somehow are exclusive?  How do I find the presence 
of God in these situations?  How do I find what is 
really peaceful? 
 

• Do I find in my believing community a place of peace 
and protection in the midst of life's turmoil?  What do I 
need to do to make sure that my believing 
community, my Church community, is a place of 
refuge for others in the midst of life's turmoil? 
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
